     In todayôs Gospel, we hear God that Father telling Peter, James and 
John to ñlistenò to Jesus, his Son.  We cannot be effective stewards and 
disciples unless we first take time in prayer to ñlistenò to Godôs voice in  
our lives.   
 

     Abram ratified his covenant with God by offering him animal sacrifices.  
These sacrifices symbolized Abramôs acknowledgment that all he had 
really belonged to God.  This concept of Godôs ownership of all things is 
key to our understanding of what Stewardship means for our own lives.   
 

     St. Paul warns the Philippians not to occupy their minds with ñearthly 
thingsò because their true ñcitizenship is in heaven.ò  Stewardship  
becomes much easier and liberating when we recall how short our life 
is compared with the glory that awaits us in heaven.
