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 In the Gospel Jesus warns us to guard against greed because 

our lives do not consist of possessions. Stewardship calls us to place the 

things of this world at the service of God and others. 

 

 Qoheleth speaks of the vanity of the things of this earth. While it 

is true that this life is temporary, Christ calls us to make use of the temporal 

and transitory things of this world to help ourselves and our neighbors 

reach eternal life. 

 

 St. Paul tells the Colossians to seek the things that are above 

and not to think of what is on earth. His words remind us that in baptism, 

we have died to the things of this earth and that each day God calls us one 

step closer to our true and eternal home with him.

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SPIRIT AND STEWARDSHIP 

From our Soaring Spirit process, we have asked two questions this year for feedback from our parishioners.  The two questions are:  

“The spiritual leaders in my parish seem to care about me as a person,” and “There is someone in my parish who encourages my  

spiritual development.”  We are again reporting on the results of these two questions beginning with the fifth question: “The spiritual 

leaders in my parish seem to care about me as a person.” 

 

The response of  912 surveys in January 2010 from MOQ vs. 14,059 Catholic surveys from Gallup to the fifth question (from strongly disagree being #1 to 

strongly agree being #5) is as follows: 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

This shows that 57% of our people in the January 2010 survey generally say that the spiritual leaders in our parish care about them, up from 49% in the 

September 2007 survey.  This also shows that 43% of our people in the January 2010 survey do not believe that the spiritual leaders in the parish care about 

them, down from 51% in the September 2007 survey.  In the survey parishioners were asked if they agreed or disagreed with the fifth question.  From the 

results of the questions, four themes emerged:

Next week in the bulletin we will begin to give the results on the question, “The spiritual leaders in my parish seem to care about me as a person,” and the 

four themes and three sub-themes associated with this question.   

                          

From the results of this survey, the Soaring Spirit Committee felt the priests should work on not being aloof, distant or indifferent.  They should thank people 

more for what they do.  They should focus on the positive, not the negative and not criticize or reprimand people unduly.  In their homilies, they should have 

homilies of ten minutes or less, speak loudly and slowly, reveal their personal side, not repeat themselves over and over, talk about current events and not 

read their homilies.  They should also not be condescending, negative and berate people in their homilies.
